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The Taddia family is continuing to pursue installing an automotive repair shop at the intersection of
US 290 and North Canyonwood Drive. They have presented a preliminary site plan to the Association
and intend to present the site plan to the City of Dripping Springs when it is complete. The lot they
have purchased is not in the City Limits of Dripping Springs but it is in the extraterritorial jurisdiction
of Dripping Springs. The City does not approve any residential work outside their city limits; however,
they do approve site plans for any commercial development within the extraterritorial jurisdiction.

The Taddia family has removed the Sunset Canyon sign from their lot and have it stored in their
shop. They have mentioned budgeting 06,000 into their building budget to construct a new sign
at North Canyonwood Drive. The Association has mentioned getting the Taddia family to donate
the funds directly to the Association and allowing us to select and construct a sign of our choice at
a location on the Taddia lot, chosen by the Taddiais. The Taddiais did not respond to this comment.
Larry Miller has oyered to assist us in designing a new sign. I would like to suggest that the new sign be
similar to one of the two existing signs. | think having similar signs ties the subdivision together.

It should be noted that the developer of the subdivision owned the lots where our signs are currently
located and left the signs in place when the construction was complete. They have now sold the lot
at North Canyonwood Drive to the Taddiais. The Association has no lease or easement to locate
their signs on the private property. I am currently researching the ownership of the two lots at Sunset
Canyon Drive where our two remaining signs are located. I did not have su-cient information to locate
the owners of the lots and now that | have more information, | have not had time to determine who
the owners are. 1 will continue to pursue that issue. It is our desire to discuss with these owners the
possibility of obtaining a lease or an easement on their lots for our signs to remain.

Wk have other business, election of o-cers, treasureris report and plans for next year to conduct at
the upcoming Annual Meeting, so we will not be able to devote a great deal of time to the sign issues
but we will bring it up for discussion. If we need to limit the time to discuss the signs we will take
the name and email address of anyone wishing to discuss the issue further and inform that person or
persons of the next board meeting where the discussion may be continued. I am sure most of you are
already aware that information on the development at North Canyonwood Drive is presented at the
SCLA Wkbsite. In addition, the Board of Directors is looking into updating our Website and would
appreciate any help from anyone having knowledge about websites. e will probably be looking for a
yrm to update our site with user friendly software which will allow us to keep it up to date. e are still
looking into possibilities and open to suggestions.
