Several Board members met with concerned neighbors about the fence on 614 Canyon Rim that is not in compliance with the deed restrictions. Mr. Perry will talk to the owners of the fence and let them know that they are in violation of the deed restrictions. If this does not work, the Board will then write a letter to the owners.

We discussed the Nassour lots and decided not to pursue the Nassour petition.

Tina Keats suggested that we get the password and e-mail list for the Google Group from Phil Auldridge. Roger Keats and Vickie Chaffee will talk to Phil.

Roger will talk to Gary Cutler about the noise problems in Sunset Canyon, and we believe that the limit is 85 decimals. Tina will post the information on the website. Residents of Sunset Canyon should call the Sheriff if there is a problem.
Randy Foster reported about the 3 trash companies in our area.  We decided not to try to get just one company, but to try to get all 3 companies to come on the same day of the week.  Roger will call the 3 companies and ask if this is possible.

Sandy ordered stationery for the Board to use. Weldon and Robert George have envelopes for us to use.

Carl Dolezal reported about his “chicken and goat” problem. We will wait until our next meeting in March to see if the problem has been solved. If it has not, the Board will write a letter to both neighbors.
